Transit time or “day due” indicates schedule time between loading station and
break bulk point, including placement of car at freight house and normal availability
of merchandise to customer.

Direct cars to consignees, destinations and distant transfers supplement the
regular merchandise car service shown on the tables. Many such cars are operated
every day but they cannot be listed as being in regular service because they depend
entirely upon traffic volume.

All shippers who have a sufficient volume of traffic are urged to load Trap Cars
direct to consignees or to the most distant transfer that will serve their distribution
requirements. This will expedite the service and help prevent loss and damage.
We will gladly assist in helping shippers plan loadings that can follow through-
merchandise-car-service routes.
